Public Participation: none

Discussion : should we be encouraging more public participation by meeting in other locations.  Other locations fulfill Town regulations and open meeting law as long as warning requirements are satisfied.  A main reason to hold committee meetings in regular location is predictability and ease for public.  Chair will consider useful location alternatives as agenda suggests.

 

Paint the Pavement / Public Arts Policy
Discussion: Anderson noted TAC is listed on SB 9/18/2012  6:15 pm agenda which reads as follows: 9B Paint the Pavement Project  The Board will continue review of the Paint the Pavement Project Guidelines.  The Board had requested input from the Town Arts Committee on this project but at the time of writng the Committee had not yet met.
The input needed was/is to mesh the already existing and SB approved Public Art Policy with the Paint the Pavement (PtP) Project guidelines.  No contact had been to either Chair Rice nor Anderson (on project)  regarding this input.  Anderson had requested times to mesh the two policies.  The Design Approval clause in the PtP did not reference TAC, nor Publc Art Policy.  Motion:  Anderson attends SB meeting with following TAC input: 
The Town's Public Art Policy applies and should be referenced in this process, specifically on paragraph re: Design Approval that it include the phrase "Once the design meets and satisfies the Public Art Policy, it then seek apporval by the Director of Public Works, Town Manager, and Police Chief..... etc. Motion passed unanimously.   Anderson advised to ask any further PtP/PAP policy meshing questions.  

TAC expressed some confusion over lack of contact regarding this issue.

 

Press Statement: Discussion: this statement to be attached to all projects. Word "advocate" to be exchanged.  Tabled, Rice and Keelan will meet to wordsmith and rewrite, hopefully for vote of approval at next meeting.

New Business:  
Burke suggests considering quarterly meetings for administrative work, meeting as needed for project consideration.  Discussion ensued as to value of more frequent / less frequent meetings w/ Burke advocating to meet reactively as executive meetings for projects.  We would have focus on production and productivity.  Anderson suggests there is value in collective wisdom and community development of frequent discussions resulting in the progress from charrettes.  Havens suggests the end goal is same, emphasis on increasing credibility of performance. Discussion set as motion:  Meet quarterly in administrative capacity, as needed reactively for projects. Seconded and tabled.

 

Discussion:  Cox suggests report out to Town Meeting as do other committees.  Discussion to continue.

 

Discussion:  AIDS Concrete Quilt.  Ken Schneck and Alex Potter to arrange for 10/7/2012 second installment of painted quilt.  Discussion was furthered in response to queries regarding TAC's monitoring of process.  What role did TAC fulfill, was any oversight process forfeited ?  TAC's role and Public Art Policy to be reviewed.
